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SECOND SUNDAY IN ORDINARY TIME JANUARY 16, 2011

Because God formed John the Baptist “as his servant from the womb,”” John’s whole being is ordered to God. Thus,
when John “saw Jesus coming toward him,” he instantly cried out, “Behold, the Lamb of God.” John immediately
recognizes that Christ is the one for whom his heart has been made. That immediate correspondence between what he
has been waiting for all his life and what he beholds in the Lamb of God leads him to “testify that he is the Son of
God.” The miracle is that the same grace has been given to us. We are the ones who “have been... called to be holy
with all those... who call upon the name of the Lord.” By professing the One “who takes away the sin of the world,”
we become a light to the nations through whom God’s salvation reaches to the ends of the earth. As we glorify the
Lamb of God, God shows his glory through us.

STEWARDSHIP ...
Trust is a key element for people who decide tithe. The
decision to give back 10 percent to the Lord represents,
especially at the start, an enormous act of faith. Most
persons, even affluent ones, judge they do not have
sufficient money to make ends meet and provide
satisfactorily for the future. Consequently, to promise a
weekly offering substantially above what has been one’s
custom requires a certain confidence that God will
somehow care for one’s needs in the days ahead.
Fortunately, the inspired word of Scripture offers explicit
encouragement in this regard; promises from God that, if
we are generous, if we step out in faith, we will never want
and will be blessed in countless ways. The Old Testament
book of Malachi succinctly makes this point:
Bring the whole tithe into the storehouse,
That there may be food in my house,
and try me in this, says the LORD of hosts:
Shall I not open for you the floodgates of heaven,
to pour down blessing upon you without measure? (3:10).

FEAST OF FAITH...The Greeting

At several points during the liturgy, the presider greets us
with the words, “The Lord be with you.” These simple
words are not like the greetings that we exchange all day
long—our “good mornings,” our “hellos” and “how are
yous.” This liturgical greeting has roots deep in the Old
Testament. In the book of Ruth, the words “the Lord be with
you” are spoken by Boaz to the harvesters who are laboring
in his fields (2:4); in the book of Judges, an angel speaks
similar words to Gideon (6:12), where they are words of
promise: for soon Gideon will lead his oppressed people to
victory and freedom. For us, the words become a greeting of
peace, a prayer that the Lord will indeed be with us, and a
reminder of his promise to be with us always, to the end of
the world (Matthew 28:20). Our response—"“And also with
you,” soon to be “And with your spirit"—returns to the
presider this prayer for the Lord’s presence. As we know
from the scriptures, a prayer for the Lord’s presence is no
small thing, for when God comes in our midst, God brings
healing, grace, and challenge. God’s presence transforms
us.—Corinna Laughlin, © Copyright, J. S. Paluch Co.

EXPLANING THE CONTEXT FOR MASS
CHANGES ...

1). Why was there a need for a new translation?

The Missale Romanum (Roman Missal), the ritual text for
the celebration of the Mass, was promulgated by Pope Paul
VI in 1970 as the definitive text of the reformed liturgy of
the Second Vatican Council.

That Latin text, the edition typical (typical edition), was
translated into various languages for use around the world;
the English edition was published in the United States in
1973. The Holy See issued a revised text, the editio typica
altera, in 1975. Pope John Paul Il promulgated the third
edition (editio typical tertia) of the Missale Romanum
during the Jubilee Year in 2000.

Among other things, the third edition contains prayers for
the celebration of recently canonized saints, additional
prefaces for the Eucharistic Prayers, additional Masses and
Prayers for Various Needs and Intentions, and some
updated and revised rubrics (instruction) for the
celebration of the Mass.
