“The Magi set out because of a deep desire which prompted them to leave everything and begin a journey. It was as 
though they had always been waiting for that star” (Pope Benedict XVI). Our response to the Father’s offer of 
salvation is that of the Magi: “To offer gold is to proclaim Christ’s kingship, to offer incense is to adore his Godhead, 
and to offer myrrh is to acknowledge his morality” (Saint Odilo of Cluny). Creation responds as well: “When the king of 
heaven was born, the heavens knew that he was God because they immediately sent forth a star; the sea knew him 
because it allowed him to walk upon it; the earth knew him because it trembled when he died; the sun knew him 
because it hid the rays of its light” (Saint Gregory the Great). The manifestation of the Son of God to the world begs 
belief from us by which we will be led home by another way.

LIGHT OF THE WORLD … 
Epiphany can be understood as an extension of the Nativity of the Lord that we celebrate on December 25. While at 
Christmas we celebrate Jesus’ coming as the long-awaited king and Messiah of the Jewish people, on Epiphany we 
celebrate the revelation that Jesus is the Savior and Light of all nations—Jews, Gentiles, and all people. 
The star shines so brightly that it attracts magi who come from far distant countries to worship Jesus. They are not Jews, 
yet they are drawn to the Light of the World. The letter to the Ephesians reveals that the Light of the World was for the 
Gentiles as well as the Jews—Christ gathers all people into the light of his love. The reading from Isaiah also describes a 
gathering of diverse peoples, but this time it is to the light that emanates from the people of God. © Copyright, J. S. Paluch Co.

STEWARDSHIP … 
If indeed, our participation at Mass includes a gift, it is an 
appropriate gesture to use our regular, weekly envelope as 
a “gift wrapper.” Using your envelope allows you to place 
your gift in the collection basket in a consistent manner. 
 
Sacrificial Giving and the use of your envelope as a gift 
wrapper should be a decision that is reflected in regular, 
consistent giving – not occasional, or just in response to a 
certain appeal. That consistency is also a part of the 
practice of our faith and is part of the celebration of the 
liturgy each and every week. It also allows the parish the 
latitude to budget effectively. 
 
TIME, TALENT AND TREASURE … 
The Christian Stewardship concept also holds that all we 
are, all that we have are gifts from God and that we have 
been truly blessed by Him.  
The concept of Christian Stewardship suggests that we are 
given three gifts which can be symbolic of the three gifts 
presented by the Magi at Christ’s birth. 

 
The First Gift – The Gift of Our Time 

The Second Gift – The Gift of Our Unique Talents 
The Third Gift – The Gift of Treasure

Moving forward in faith is a faith challenge. It is only 
human nature to think that our own circumstances are 
unique and therefore it is tempting to exclude ourselves 
from moving forward in faith. It is tempting to say that our 
circumstances are unique because we are “facing 
retirement”, “paying tuition”, “recently married and just 
starting off”, “just bought a new home” or have “children 
in college.” The only thing we can really fall back on is 
our faith and knowledge that God in His goodness has 
always provided for us.

FEAST OF FAITH … 
The Liturgy of Emmanuel 
The assembly has gathered from near and far, on foot, by 
bus, by car, by subway, singly and by twos and threes: 
single people, couples, families. Now that movement is 
ritualized and made visible in the liturgy’s entrance 
procession.  
We are not alone on this journey; Christ is with us. The 
procession is led by the cross, with the image of Christ 
upon it. Candles, signs of a living presence, are carried 
around the cross. Candles also accompany the Book of the 
Gospels, another sign of Emmanuel, God-with-us. The 
priest presider is likewise a sign of Christ’s presence in our 
assembly; he will act in persona Christi, in the person of 
Christ, who presides at every Eucharist.  
As the procession begins, we stand and sing together in our 
first act as a community. The joining of our voices begins 
to turn many into one. The songs we sing range from 
ancient chants to contemporary hymns, but they have the 
same purpose, to foster our unity and turn our thoughts to 
the mysteries we gather to celebrate. We may feel that we 
can’t sing well, but “Christ always invites us to enter into 
song, to rise above our own preoccupations, and to give 
our entire selves to the hymn of his Paschal Sacrifice” 
(USCCB, Sing to the Lord, 14).
